- Houseplant trimmings - Coffee grounds

. Pine needles or straw - Rice
. Fallen bird’s nest - Pasta
- Bread

X Fossil-based plastic products

TIPS

*Chilli, onions, garlic and citrus are suitable
for a backyard compost bin, although it’s
recommended not to add too much if you
have a worm farm — the acidity can negatively
impact your worms!

**Animal and meat products can be
composted, but it’s not always recommended
or you should limit the amount you compost as
it may attract pests.

A healthy compost will balance ‘greens’
(nitrogen-rich materials like fruit, vegetables
and grass clippings) with ‘browns’ (carbon-rich
materials like leaves, twigs, shredded paper
and certified home compostable packaging).
Aim for one part greens to two parts browns.

Compostable packaging can only
go in your home compost bin if
it’s Certified Home Compostable
under the Australasian Bioplastic
Association (ABA). ABA is the
only authority that can issue

this certification in Australia

and New Zealand. Look for the
below logo, certification type and
the company’s specific licence

number. If a product has this logo,

it means it can be thrown into
your backyard compost along
with food scraps, grass clippings,
leaves and other organic matter.
